Four-H is a volunteer youth development education program of the Purdue University Cooperative Extension Service.  It involves helping young people grow in knowledge, skills, citizenship, and leadership.  Four-H encourages well-rounded development of the total person.  A young person will have the opportunity, through 4-H, to further develop into a self-directing, productive citizen.
A 4-H project is a carefully planned sequence of activities. By completing a project, the member learns to make decisions, be responsible, and develop initiative and appreciation for their accomplishments.   Four-H members are encouraged to enroll in at least one project each year. You can help your child choose a project realistic to your family’s life-style and interests by considering these points:

· The Clark County 4-H Program has opportunities for children of pre-school age through 12th grade.

· Exploring 4-H is for youth in pre-school.

· Mini 4-H is for youth in kindergarten, 1st and 2nd grades.

· Regular 4-H is for youth in 3rd-12th grades.

· Last year Clark County had over 550 youth enroll in 4-H.

· There are nearly 250,000 young people who belong to 4-H clubs in the state of Indiana alone. Clark County has over 100 adult volunteers serving the 4-H Program. Clark County has over 80 different 4-H projects and 24 4-H clubs.

· Four-H projects range from animal projects, like beef, swine, dogs, and cats, to photography, electric, computers, wildlife, shooting sports, and more.
There is more to 4-H than projects and county fairs. Many believe that 4-H is only for kids who grow up on farms. This couldn’t be further from the truth. With the wide array of projects offered in the 4-H Program, there is something for everyone, regardless of where you live. Remember this motto:  “4-H is about raising prize kids, not prize animals.”

In 4-H, young people have the opportunity to participate in trips within Indiana, trips to other states (Clark County youth have traveled to Texas, Colorado, Florida, New York, Washington, D.C., Delaware, and Idaho in the past decade), and international exchanges. Special activities are always available. For instance, youth can choose to participate in: 4-H Camp, Public Speaking Contest, Share-the-Fun Contest, Livestock Judging, Horticulture/Forestry/Entomology Identification Contest, Junior Leaders, and much, much more.
